In the Shoes of Our Children

The outbreak of the Coronavirus (COVID- 
19) in December 2019 originated in 

China and it was declared a pandemic in 
March 2020, by World Health Organization. 
It has affected more than 200 countries and 
brought entire nations to its knees. Although 
the number of children affected by the 
disease is small, and most of the affected 
children show only mild symptoms, the 
disease and the containment measures are 
showing a negative impact on the mental 
health & well-being  of children.

Even though children all over the world are 
going to be affected, those with disabilities, 
and conflicts zones are at a greater risk. 
This article is to provide an understanding 
into the mental  health challenges faced by 
children in the wake of recent COVID-19 
pandemic.

Significance of child and 
adolescent mental health

Public health emergencies like pandemics, 
take a toll on physical as well as mental 
health. Children are exceptionally vulnerable 
because of they do not full understand 
depth of the event. They are unable to 
escape the harms of the situation physically 
and mentally as they have limited strategies 
for coping with the same. They are not able 
to communicate their feelings like adults. 
Closing of schools, separation from friends 
and family can cause stress and anxiety 
in children. Exposure to mass media 
coverage of crisis event and information 
which are not verified circulating on social 
media may increase mental distress. 
Anxiety, depression, disturbances in sleep 
and appetite as well as impairment in social 
interactions are common presentations of 
negative impact on psychological wellbeing 
of children. Clinginess, distraction, 
irritability, and fear that family members 
can contract the deadly disease were the 
most common behavioural problems that 
has been identified.

Educational institutions have been closed 
and tutelage in totally different manner 
than they are accustomed to, all areas of 
public gathering are not the same as earlier. 
Places that they could venture out and be 
themselves are no longer safe zones. The 
old happy places are no longer considered 
good. The rapid rise in the number of 
infected cases and deaths, disruption of 

daily routines, home confinement, fear of 
infection, social distancing from peers and 
friends, and lack of resources they use 
usually create a feeling of uncertainty and 
anxiety among the children and adolescents. 
These adversely affect children and families 
well-being.

Increase screen time
Things that can help promoting child 
mental health during COVID-19. In the 
times of social isolation, children and teens 
are becoming exposed to a lot of media 
coverage about the pandemic. On one hand, 
electronic and social media is providing 
uninterrupted updates on worldwide and 
nationwide situation, and advising people 
to adopt social distancing but on the other 
hand, it is also creating sensationalism and 
spreading misinformation. The screen time 
of children and adolescents has increased 
a lot as they are confined to their homes. 
And Excessive social media usage makes 
children vulnerable to online  predators, 
cyberbullying and potential harmful content.

Things that can help promoting child 
mental health during COVID-19

There are general guidelines that can be 
followed which will help in reassuring, 
educating children in age-appropriate 
ways Acknowledging their distress and 
answering their questions with honesty go 
a long way. Try to avoid exposure to panic 
provoking news on media. Furthermore, 
Screen Time needs to be monitored.
 
Specific to younger children:
•	 If the child is demanding more attention, 

try to spend more time with him/her/
them during the day, taking 10-15 
minutes’ breaks where a parents focuses 
completely on the child. Enjoy listening 
to music or singing and board games at 
home.

•	 Setting up a routine for family.

•	 Turn off the news channels when young 
children are around. The news are full 
information which may be potentially 
scary for them.

•	 Try not to talk about the COVID related 
situation with other adults or older 
siblings around them.

•	 Younger kids may need a bit more 
display of affection than older kids. 

Pandemic and Mental Health 
Amoung Children

Showing some love and affection goes 
a long way with the younger ones.

•	 Try to talk about what is happening on 
the screen while watching programs or 
playing video games with your children. 
Though children engage with screens 
more than usual during this pandemic, 
but make sure they have mix of activities 
across the day, including story/book 
time, free play, art activities, some active 
play like hide & seek, running around, 
building train tracks.

Specific to older children:
•	 Set times for a few regular activities each 

day such as studying, phone calls with 
friends of family or cooking together, 
family meals; do these activities at the 
same time each day.

•	 Make sure they spend some time 
outdoors or do some exercise daily. If 
one can’t go outside, try to spend at least 
an hour or two by a window, looking into 
the daylight, and focusing on self.

•	 Avoid blue light like computer screens, 
smartphones in the evening. Blue light 
overpower the hormone that helps us 
sleep resulting in insomnia.

•	 Advise adolescents to stick to a sleep 
routine and wake time that fits their 
natural rhythms.

Society as a whole, has to play a supportive 
role to ensure that our children, adolescents 
and elderly are supported during this 
challenging time by following of social 
distancing guidelines by Government. 
Parents should take care of themselves 
as well. If they are confident and free off 
stress, their ability to guide, nurture and 
educate children will increase efficiently 
and effectively.

Ignoring the immediate and long-term 
psychological effects of COVID-19 Pande-
mic would be disastrous, especially for 
children and young people they are in 
fact the people of the future. Parents need 
to look after their own mental health, 
coping strategies, and model positive 
psychological attitude in order to support 
children and adolescents to get through this 
difficult time.

The annual feast at Parumala is held to commemorate the 
death anniversary of Bishop Mar Gregorios Metropolitan, 

the first canonised saint of the Malankara Orthodox Church 
of Kerala. Even during this pandemic situation we can see 
thousands of devotees throng to this holy shrine for seeking 
blessings. This shows the serenity of the place and the powerful 
presence of the holy saint Mar Gregorios importance of the 
St. Peter’s & St. Paul’s Orthodox Church, Parumala church 
there. The holiness of the disciplined life of this great saint, the 
humility, fasting and prayer and the grace which the saint has 
earned through mortification and the miracles that his presence 
or words wrought has not only made the place holy, but it is 
in the process of transforming the lives of many irrespective of 
religion and creed, who come to parumala church.

It is said that Parumala Thirumeni was greatly influenced by the 
life of St. Antony (he is called the 'Father of monasticism'), the 
03rd century monk who lived in Egypt in strict monastic discipline 
and died at the age of 105 years. St. Antony was a very rich man, 
who distributed his wealth to the poor and embraced monastic 
life following the call of God (St. Mathew: 16:24).

If we go through the life history of Parumala Thirumeni one can 
very well understand the type of life with dedicated prayers 
which the great saint has led. The following are the extracts of 
the speech delivered by Parumala Thirumeni on his return from 
pilgrimage to Holy Land:

•	Prayer is one thing which can help education to develop faith, 
devotion and mutual goodwill among people.

•	He who prays to God every day will never be untrue, evil, 
faithless and enemy of society or traitor to his master.

•	Prayer is the enthusiasm of childhood, the refugee of youth, 
and peace in old age.

•	God will listen to the heart full of devotion and such people will 
get abundant blessings from God.

 
We need to understand that prayer is communion or 
communication with God – opening ourselves to Him as receiving 
His love. It is by living consciously in this relationship of love that 
we can be transformed into the image of God. Through prayer 
we are cleansed of the accumulation of the impurities of our life 
and we are supplied with the power to live a good, kind and holy 
life.
 
Late Lamented H.G.Dr. Paulose Mar Gregorios in his book 
“Worship in a secular age” tells us Prayer is like how to learn 
swimming and he describes it as – Prayer has to be learned and 
one should acquire the skills of praying by constant practice. 
In prayer we have to let ourselves go, relax, trust in God to 
support us and teach us how to pray. Even if we don’t like to 
pray or enjoy it we must keep up the practice of prayer. One 

must strengthen the will to have control over the laziness of the 
body and the desire of the flesh, if one has to make progress 
in the art and skill of prayer. Man is not free and good, like God 
until he learns to control his inner drives and passions.  Thus 
prayer is an act of the whole man, body, soul and spirit. It is not 
merely an act of mind. 
 
Thus from the above we can understand the ascetic life and 
schedule at Vettikkal Dayara has played a remarkable role in 
shaping the divine personality of Parumala Thirumeni. The 
disciples of Parumala Thirumeni viz.Vattasseril Thirumeni and 
Catholicose Geeverghese II are witnesses to the holiness of Mar 
Greogorios of Parumala. The divine intercession of Parumala 
Thirumeni is eternally beneficial to all those who rely on him. 
To all people irrespective of religion or creed, who come to the 
tomb of Mar Gregorios he stands high as a tower of light, hope, 
guidance and blessings.
 
To conclude I quote two important sayings from Parumala 
Thirumeni which has impressed me most: “Pray earnestly 
to God during day and night. Such prayer is the best way to 
remove the darkness and fatigue in us; and also the means to 
attain salvation and Kingdom of Heaven. Put your faith in God 
and pray to Him!”
 
Dear children, always remember in your hearts and minds these 
great words of Parumala Thirumeni – “Those who disobey 
their parents and join their enemies, are liable to be cursed by 
them. They will not inherit the legacy of their parents and will be 
disqualified from this world as well as the other world.
 
As we celebrate the annual feast of Parumala, may all of us be 
blessed through the divine intercession of the great saint.

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MASKS AND COVID-19

Wearing a mask in public has become a routine for all of us and 
the awareness regarding its importance has greatly helped in 
reducing the spread of Covid -19.
 
The following illustration clearly depicts the importance of  masks 
in limiting the spread. However, proper handling of the masks is 
critical and I would like to share some tips.

1. Wearing the mask:
● 	 Wash your hands before putting on your mask.
● 	 Put it over your nose and mouth and secure it under your chin.
● 	 Try to fit it snugly against the sides of your face.
● 	 Make sure you can breathe easily.
● 	 Talk and make sure the mask does not slip.
● 	 Once you have put on the mask avoid touching it.

2. Handling the mask:
● 	 Do not touch the outside of the mask frequently. If touched, 

sanitize the hands immediately.
● 	 Do not pull the mask below the nose.
● 	 Do not pull the mask below the chin or hang it around the neck.

● 	 Avoid touching the outside of the mask with the phone while 
talking, use the speakerphone or the ear phones if possible.

 ● 	 If you are reusing the mask, it can be helpful to place it in 
a paper bag. Fold the mask with the inside surface facing 
outside.

●	 Wash your hands or use sanitizer after handling your mask.

3. Removing the mask:
● 	 Take off the mask carefully when you are at home.
● 	 Untie the strings behind the head or stretch the ear loops.
● 	 Handle only by their loops or ties.
● 	 Fold outside corners together and discard.
● 	 Wash hands or sanitize before doing anything else.

Types of mask and their Pros and Cons:

A word of caution:
Do not wear masks with an exhalation valve. These valves do not 
have a filter and the air that comes out can cause a potential risk 
to others if worn by an asymptomatic carrier.
 
Finally, DO NOT forget that wearing a mask is not a substitute to 
social distancing and frequent hand washing or sanitizing. All three 
are equally important in limiting the spread of Covid-19.
